But most importantly,
EIJANUINEVOIE the coalition is developing multi-denominationalaaeness-raising/advocacy activities.

Multi-denomination activities implemented throudhetCoalition include a National
Prayer Day, a publication of sermons on the humeafficking theme and a joint statement calling ba public and the
authorities to be aware of the trafficking phenoorento be compassionate towards the victims, anihtemsify the
country’s efforts to combat trafficking. The firstund-tables are aimed to produce a comprehensivengplan and a
communication strategy in support of the commoriviiets. IOM provided technical support for the eééspment of
information methodologies, and lead the contentetgwment, design and production of information mate. The
dissemination of information is done in part thrbube networks of the Coalition members, and irt flapugh national
communication channels, including TV and radio. @aparate capacity building activity will be orgeed for Coalition
members on advocacy strategies. This trainingmdke use of expertise from experienced Westerngeam advocacy
groups and churches.

Component Il: Capacity Building for Clergy and FBOs
Training of trainers - some 25 clergymen received inclusive informationthe phenomenon of trafficking in

Adapting/unification of contents, translation (RomRus) and publication

of a support manual for informational seminars(1300).
Through this project, the manual previously prodlubg IOM Romania was adapted
for use in Moldova. The Moldovan manual (in Russemd Romanian language)
includes theological fundamentals of fighting tieiffng, essentials to understand
trafficking, and guidelines regarding assistanceittims. The manual have a broader
content than the one produced in Romania, whicltemated mainly on supporting
the priests for the lessons of religion in schools.

Production of a video support material with testimaies of
victims (1300). The material on DVD contains 5 storiesl oy victims themselves as
well as comments made by IOM Chisinau Chief of Missand the psychologist from
the Rehabilitation Center. Each of the 1.000 trajrparticipants is to receive a copy
of the training manual and video. Utilization othua module facilitated sustainability
by enhancing the capacity of participants to prewigeir own trainings on the subject
of counter-trafficking.

Organization of 60 informational seminars for at least 1000 priests and

relevant personnel of religious institutions.The focus of the 60 trainings
workshops to be conducted under this project intorm and equip: to

inform about the problem of trafficking in persarsd to equip the religious
community to become actively involved in awarenessing and other
prevention activities. Instruction includes ideictition and work with

families at risk, identifying victims and referrinthem for assistance,
facilitating reintegration for trafficked individia and conducting
awareness raising activities on counter-traffickimepnd gender-based
violence.

Carrying out in-depth sessions aimed at developinghe local initiatives on preventing trafficking in
persons- After the first round of 60 trainings based ¢ tmanual, five more in-depth workshops were omghito
evaluate the impact of the first round of trainiramd to elaborate with selected participants tlogin prevention
interventions that will be proposed for funding anthe third component of this project.

at the four follow-up trainings for selected caradébs. The Coalition Coordination Council selects ifost efficient and
innovative project proposals to be implemented withding from the project’'s Grants Facility. IOM mitors and
provides technical support for the implementatibthe individual projects. Through the grants Chas are encouraged
to develop inclusive social safety networks, anddtively reach out to the most vulnerable indieildu Initiatives are
also encouraged to deal with issues of stigma againtims of trafficking and those most at-risk teéfficking, both
within the Church and the local community.
