The chosen methodology builds the capacity of local volunteers and teachers to facilitate
their own anti-trafficking discussion groups with educative films and IOM’s manuals. In 2006 IOM volun*-
teers-conducted. 17 seminars in summer camps and 58 seminars in boarding schools for approximately
2800.children in rural.areas. ' '

Traficul.de persoane este oforma de migratie neregulamentara ce implica incélcarea severa a drepturilor
omului. Cea mai efectivd - metoda de combatere a traficului este identificarea.si asistenta celor ce sunt
supusi riscului de a fi traficati, inainte ca ei sa devina victime ale traficantilor. OIM desfasoara.programe
de prevenire a traficului, care se axeaza pe ridicarea nivelului de.constientizare, acordarea sprijinului eco-
nomic prin-generarea de venit, dezvoltarea deprinderilor 'de viatd, instruirea vocationala, ca de altfel si
pe imbinari ale tuturor-acestor activitati ce abordeaza cauzele traficului-de persoane in Moldova. Aceste
interventii se adreseaza populatiei celei mai expuse riscului traficului — in conformitate cu profilul de vul-
nerabilitate elaborat in baza experientei OIM care a asistat peste 2000 de victime ale traficuluide persoane
din Moldova.

; Trafﬁck/ng in persons is.an explon‘atlve form of irregular migration involving severe v10/atlon of human

rights, The most effective way to.combat trafficking is to identify and assist those at-risk to trafficking,

before they-fall prey to the traffickers. IOM supports prevention programmes that range from-aware:
ness raising, economic empowerment through income-generation, life-skills development, vocational

training as well as a combination of all these activities, addressing the root causes of human trafficking .

in'Moldova. These interventions target the population most at-risk-according to a vulnerability. profile
developed on the basis of IOM's experience assisting over 2000 victims of trafficking in Moldova. Within

IOM’s prevention programme, the most effective-interventions are those that reach out to vulnerable

minors at the time they become independent from their family and/or residential institution. The number
of these vulnerable minors has increased in recent years as a result of social poverty and mass migration,
both having a negative impact on the protection that families usually provide.

Children graduating from residential care institutions, form a particular risk-group that deserves special
attention. [OM figures suggest that ten percent of Moldovan victims of trafficking grew up in residential
care institutions like boarding schools. Graduates from these types of institutions are ten times more li-
kely to-end up as victims of trafficking as compared to-Moldovan children growing up in a-normal family

environment. In the Republic of Moldova, over 12.000 children live in residential institutions. These chil-*

dren are placed in these institutions for different reasons, often justified by the absence of social safety
nets and specialized services for families. The international community, including UNICEF, is supporting
the Moldovan authorities to build social safety'nets with the-aim-that vulnerable children are not auto-

_matically referred to residential institutions. Through its Child Trafficking Prevention Programme, IOM is

supporting initiatives that help children already-in residential institutions prepare for post-graduation
life, thereby facilitating integration in Moldovan society and reducing their exposure to risks related to
irreqular migration and human trafficking.

Services and Activities under 10M Moldova
Trafficking Prevention Programme:

For the past several years, IOM Moldova has been working with children at-risk to diminish the degree
of their vulnerability. Through the joint efforts of IOM, NGO partners, and the Ministry of Education and
Youth, these children are helped to cope with life challenges; especially in preparation of graduation
from boarding schools. IOM projects in Moldova include a wide range of services and activities:

m Dezvoltarea abilitatilor artistice prin activitati de mestesugarit. Initial OIM a inceput aceasta activi-
tate deoarece multi copii care erau dornici-sa coasesi sa impleteasca nu aveau acces la‘instrumentele si
materialele necesare.-Anual peste 200 de elevi din scolile-internat frecventeaza ateliere sicluburi de mes-
tesugdrit ce au drept scop dezvoltarea capacitatilor lor artistice,precum crosetarea, impletirea, cusutul si
broderia. Produsele acestor ateliere sunt expuse si comercializate in magazine sau in cadrul unor targuri-
expozitii specializate. Acumularea abilitatilor de mestesugarit consolideaza increderea in sine a copiilor; i
angajeaza intr-o activitate utild care le-ar putea.oferi.o sursa modesta de venit.

m invatamantul superior. pentru abselventii scolilor-internat. in 2006 au fost ajutati sa-si continue
studiile’30-de‘absolventi, carora le-a fost oferit-ajutorul social necesar pentru’a permite tranzitia-lor din
mediul'scolii-internat spre viata studenteasca independenta”.

HInstruirea vocationala cu monitoring social pentru absolventii scolilor-internat precum si pentru
alti minori aflati in stare de vulnerabilitate. In 2006, OIM a sprijinit instruirea vocationald-a peste 160
de minori vulnerabili. Programul standard de instruire vocationala, organizat de-Agentia 'Nationala de
Ocupare a Fortei de Munca (ANOFM), este extins cu un component social si de agrement, avand drept
scop crearea bazei pentru o viata sociald sanitoasa in afara scolii-internat. Impreuna cu.programul de in-
struire vocationald, a fost acordata consultanta pentru plasarea in campul muncii a 230 de-tineri.in cadrul
sesiunilor'de instruire participantii sunt informati despre diferite posibilitati de-angajare si-.cum se cauta
un serviciu: Eissunt instruiti privind modalitatea de elaborare a unei scrisori de intentie/CV si de pregatire
pentru un interviu de angajare.

m Developing Artistic Skills through Handicrafts. Initially, IOM started this activity as many children
eager to sew and knit had no access to the necessary tools and material. Annually over 200 boarding
school students attend workshops and handicraft clubs aimed at developing their artistic skills, like
crocheting, knitting, sewing, embroidery and weaving. The products of these courses are exhibited and
sold at specialized fairs and markets. Acquiring-the skills to produce handicrafts boosts children’s self-
confidence, it occuples them in a meaningful way and it may provide.them with a source of a modest
income.

® Higher Education for Boarding School Graduates. [n 2006, 30 graduates were supported to.contin-
ue their education with the necessary social support to allow for the transition from the boarding school
environment'to “independent” student-life.

m Vocational Training with Social Supervision for Boarding School Graduates and other Vulner-
able Minors. In 2006, IOM supported vocational training for more than 160 vulnerable minors. The
standard vocational training programme provided by the National Employment Agency (NEA) is extend-
ed with a social and recreational component, so as to create the basis for a sustainable healthy social
life within the family environment. In.combination with the vocational training-program, employment
counseling has been provided for 230 youngsters. These sessions inform participants about different ca-
reer opportunities and teach them how to look for a job. They also receive trainings how to write motiva-
tion letters/CVs and how to prepare for job interviews.

m Developing Life Skills for Boarding Schools Students and Vulnerable Minors by providing sen-
sible occupation for children’s leisure time and organizing psycho-social programmes, including social
theatre, personal counseling, and educational sessions promoting values related to citizenship, peace
